TIMING OF OFFERS

We must receive your required documents before we can assess
your application. An admission decision is typically made within
three to four weeks of a completed application, or longer for
competitive programs.

REPEATED COURSES POLICY

If you are applying to a program in the Faculty of Science or the
Lazaridis School of Business & Economics, we consider repeated
courses when calculating your admission average. We use a
weighted average of your first and latest course attempts for
required courses only. If you repeat a course that isn’t required for
admission, we use your highest grade.
